I am reporting on the 7 power Bushnell Wide Angle Rangemaster
Binoculars which you so kindly sent to me for trial.

I have here unusually fine country over which to test binoculars.
Deep woods, both open and wooded mountains, at all distances up to several
miles, And in the late afternoons many deer in sight, either in the open,
or partly hidden in the brush or woods. Under these conditions of terrain
I have been observing with these Rangemaster binoculars in bright light at
mid-day, in dark days, and at dawn and dusk, and in comparison with two of
the best pre-war makes of German binoculars, one an 8x30 and the other a
10x50.

In comparison with these really good German pre-war glasses there
is no comparison whatever. While the resolving power is quite similar in
broad sunlight, the Rangemaster is very decidedly superior in darker lights.
At this time in August I can pick up partly hidden deer at least twenty
minutes later in the evening than with the comparison binoculars. Partic-
ularly the Rangemaster gives the most decided stereoptic effect I have ever
seen in a binocular, and this is of great assistance in critical observation.
Many times in twilight I have picked up deer at over a mile.

The extremely wide angle of view of the Rangemaster is something
that must be seen to be appreciated. This would be of inestimable value in
viewing sports or horse racing where there is fast movement through the field
of view.

This 7 power Rangemaster Binocular is the very finest I have ever
seen for general observation, nature study, hunting, or in viewing sporting
events. Its excellence was a revelation compared with other binoculars I
have examined or owned. I thank you very much for the opportunity to examine
them.

I note how solidly your prisms are anchored and unlike many other binoculars,
Bushnell's will not in time, or from average Jjarrings, have a prism slip from
ad justment, and result in a "cross-eyed" image to ruin usefulness until the
whole thing is re-collimated. I must give you real credit for this, for I can
easily see now, after all my tests, that these binoculars are made to precision
specifications and not "mass-produced" to sell on & low price basis, For a
binccular to give Jjoy as long as one lives, one has to have the best obtainable,
with price a secondary consideration.

It's a shame how people will buy in the dark almost any binocular which has a
good appearance Jjust because the price seems attractive. If one only stops to
consider that none of these binoculars are guaranteed and registered, as yours
are, and dontt offer readily available parts, repairs and necessary service
throughout the years, it!s a wonder anyone buys them. If people only knew how
to look inside a binocular and put the various components to critical tests,
they would see with their own eyes all the "extras" they get in a Bushnell.

You will be interested to know that I have purchased practically all the popular
models in your line, including the Rangemaster. I have not seen the slightest
difference in your regular 7x35mm model from one costing near $200.00! Moreover,
your Rangemaster beats everything I have ever seen.

HOW TO SELECT
BINOCULARS . . .

Only a relatively few people have the
proper knowledge to select the type of
binocular which will best fit their spe-
cific needs, and give them lasting satis-
faction. BUSHNELL experts, therefore,
have prepared this little booklet to give
you the basic facts, and to save you
time and money. It has been written
with the sincere hope that it will assist
yvou in making your selection the best
possible.

Although any binocular will bring you
closer to your object, you probably have
one or more uses in mind. BUSHNELL
models are designed to accommodate a
wide range of requirements. For exam-
ple, the 6x30 or 8x30 is ideal for watch-
ing sporting events in daylight. The
7x50 is highly preferred for marine and
night use. For viewing at great dis-
tances, the 10x50 or 12x50, with ex-
treme power, is most suitable. The
Featherlight 7x35 model will probably
be used more often than any other.
Reasons for its popularity are presented

further on in this booklet.

HOW TO SELECT BINOCULARS

WHAT DOES 6x30, 8x30,
ETC. MEAN? . . .

The first number (6x, 8x) means the
magnification or power, which is the
number of times the image, as seen
through the glass, is larger than the
object appears to the naked eye. An-
other way of explaining magnification
is: the distance it places you in relation
to the object when viewing it through
the glass. For example, if you are 1200
feet from the object and viewing it
with a 6 power glass, it is the same as
seeing it from a distance of 200 feet
with your naked eye. An 8 power glass
would bring you within 150 feet; 10
power within 120 feet, ete.

The second number is the diameter,
in millimeters, of the Objective lens.
This is the larger lens; closest to the
object being viewed. The size of the ob-
jective lens determines the light gather-
ing capacity, which in turn governs the
brightness of the image. It bears NO
RELATIONSHIP TO THE FIELD OF
VIEW as so many people think.

face to surface and reaches the eye as
“haze” inside the binocular, causing the
image to appear less clear. By applying
a thin (four millionths of an inch) spe-
cial transparent coating of magnesium
fluoride to the air-to-glass surfaces, the
light loss is cut as much as 50%. This
eliminates annoying reflections; permits
greater light transmission, and makes
images needle-sharp under most adverse
lighting conditions.

CENTRAL FOCUSING OR
INDIVIDUAL FOCUSING . . .

Some binoculars are provided with a
knurled wheel on the center post for
moving the eye lenses in and out to
focus. Others are focused by rotating
the individual eyepieces. Either type,
once the eyepieces are focused on a far-
away object, will remain in focus for
all reasonable distances, from the moon
to within a relatively few feet. For ab-
normal close-up views (less than about
100 feet) the Individual Focusing (L.F.)
binoculars require readjustment of both
eyepieces; the Central Focusing (C.F.)
binoculars can be re-focused by manip-
ulating the central wheel only, and are

therefore more convenient for Nature
Study and other specialized uses. How-
ever, many professional Naturalists
still prefer I.F. For normal use, should
the focusing be disturbed, either
through use by another person or
through inadvertence, the C.F. must
again be visually focused while the LF.
can be re-set accurately and instan-
taneously by returning the eyepiece to
their known positions on the scales
without looking through the binoculars.
The chief advantage of the LK. over
the C.F concerns not only the present

but the future. The C.F. type must
utilize a “sliding movement,” thus mak-

it easier for moisture and dust to
enter the optical system; whereas in
the L.F. type, each ocular tube focuses
in a well lubricated multi-thread sleeve,
which is moisture proof and dust proof.
Binoculars designed for heavy duty and

military service are always L.F. type.
